The Cluster of Excellence 2020 "Temporal Communities: Doing Literature in a Global Perspective" 
aims to create a new theoretical and methodological take on literature in a global perspective. 
Introducing the notion of ‘temporal communities’, the Cluster investigates the ways in which literature 
reaches out through space and time, establishing complex temporalities and extensive transcultural 
and transtemporal networks as it interacts with other arts and media. The Cluster’s research is 
conducted within five Research Areas: 1. Competing Communities, 2. Travelling Matters, 3. Future 
Perfect, 4. Literary Currencies, 5. Building Digital Communities.
The postdoctoral position is situated in Research Area (RA) 3, "Future Perfect". Research Area 3 will 
explore literature’s ability to construct complex temporalities of its own, shaping temporal communities 
potentially over long expanses of time. RA3 will focus on literature’s involvement in imagining as well 
as participating in diverse, often multiple temporalities. It will study how literary texts project their own 
reception in the future and forge temporal communities for themselves, how they constitute 
themselves within networks of intertextual relations and with reference to multiple traditions. How do 
cultural practices such as philology construct temporalities, e.g. by establishing chronologies or 
freezing textual objects in zones of radical synchronicity? How is literary history constituted through 
teleological narratives?
